Information on what you have been feeding your horse, hay amounts,
supplements etc.

3. We may require for you to provide the transportation of the horse to the
quarantine facility at a prearranged time and date.

4. Any financial arrangements (charitable donation) for the continuing support of the horse
that you are able to make.
