Confessions
of a Criminal

s it Wrong To Love More Than Two?

| am a criminal. | must confess it now, to you who understand.

Every day, | am breaking the law. Every night | go to sleep fearing IOl
be caught tomorrow because the punishment would be unbearable.
| havenOt huranyone. Or stolen anything. My neighbors donOt een
know my secret.

My crime? | hare too many dogs, according to the county in which | live. All are friendly,
spayed or neutered, current on their shots and licensed (to someone). All are housedogs. And
all are rescues whose stray time had expired at various Wasatch Front animal-control shelters
and would hawe been destroyed. Though friendly and gentle, they are older and perhaps not all
that adoptable. Two are over 11 years old; one is a parvo survivor and still lifts his leg about
the house if heOs nbclosely supervised. One fears some strangers. She loves and trusts only
us. SheOd be haned or dead if placed elsewhere.

So | saved these loving creatures from their untimely ends at animal control agencies from
Provo to West Valley to Salt Lake, saving the agencies and citizens the tax dollars from having
to euthanize them; while in turn ensuring that all were spayed and neutered so as never o add
to their burdened system ever again. Now itOshibse same goernment agencies with their ant-
quated, restrictive ordinances that make it illegal to have more than two adult dogs and two
adult cats per household in most urban areas and, increasingly, even in the burgeoning rural
areas of our state. Try moving to Lehi or even Huntsville with more than tree or four pets and
youOll be s@ly surpiised that they and you arenOt wlcome even there.

Our stateOs non-pofit charities, dedicated individuals, and animal control shelters have
been working diligently, united in this unprecedented coalition called No More Homeless Peis
in Utah, exhausting our human and financial resources to stop the killing of our societyOs wer-
bred companion animals. 1tOs time dr cities and counties to step up and do their part, simply
by removing reference to pet limits as long as the animals are sterilized, housed indoors,
licensed, humanely cared for and not otherwise a public nuisance or burden on the system,
thereby allowing responsible, willing families to adopt one moreEleg ally and out of the shad-
ows. And thereby give pardon t those of us who are doing, giving, and spending all we can to
save as mary lives as we can and forver get our shelters and tax dollars out of the wasteful

killing business.

Visionary officials at animal care agencies in more progressive parts of the country view
UtahOs pelimiting ordinances as ridiculous and ineffective, outdated attempts to control pop-
ulations of unwanted pets. The director of one of the largest metro animal-shelter agencies in
the country, Maricopa County, Arizona, says itOs shdsighted and ineffective for a government
to set such limits. Olt is no consistent with your philosophy to limit pet ownership. Our concem
is quality of pets not quantity,O s§s Ed Boks, whose multi-campus shelters intake more than
60,000 animals (he calls them souls or orphans) every year and adopt out most of them
through creative, innowative programs and partnerships with reputable, local rescue charities.

Even in the urban sprawl of Washington D.C., you can legally hawe up to ten pets. More
than that and you have to consent o a regular inspection, says a spokesperson from the
Humane Society of the United States.

Pet-limits in Utah are clearly a failure at curbing pet overpopulation, since until introduc
tion of the NMHP adoption and spay/neuter project, UtahOs shetirs killed more than 47,000
healthy adoptables every year, most of which could have been spared and found loving homes
if only UtahOs levs would recognize that responsible pet ownership is about quality, not quanti-
ty. One dog whose irresponsible, ignorant, selfish owner allows to chase cars, bother neigh-
bors, harass children, bark all night or run at large causes more problems for a neighborhood
than all of mine combined, who rarely step off the back porch or get up from their naps.

Solution: With only two years left in the model NMHPinU campaign to achieve zero
euthanasia of adoptables in Utah by 2005, we are making progress. But if weQe to meet the
goal and show the nation that it can be done, UtahOs cities and counties musdo their part; act
now to modify their ineffective, obstructionist policies tat in effect punish those of us who are
tirelessly working 1o solve this tragic social problem that impacts all of society, whether you
lowe animals or not. These same cities and counties offer exceptions t the two-limit rule o
those who would breed their dogs, show their dogs or use them for sport or commercial gain.
But there is no pemit process available to us who are spaying, neutering, fostering them and
working tirelessly o solve the problem that these other special interest groups hawe created, ©
make it legal to foster or own more than two.

The answer isnOtd punish everyone who would dare open their homes and provide
responsible care for an otherwise unwanted pet; the answer is o make enforcement com-
plaint-based, whether the of fender has one dog or three. And in cities that do have more
relaxed ordinances, pet owners still show self-restraint, adopting only two or three dogs, not
more than they feel they can humanely take care of, according to an atticle in Animal People.

So thatOs ny clime, along with thousands of other compassionate, responsible pet owners
who, with two dogs and/or two cats, have willingly opened their hearts and homes and wallets
to take in a third or even fourth in need of help rather than see it suffering on the streets or at
the hand of an evil person, or be put down just for having been born in the first place into a
world where there arenOt enough homes.

UtahOs non-mofit rescue groups and individuals are paying dearly in time, resources, man-
power, transpor tation, veterinary expenses, food and shelter for these castoffs of othersO self
ish creation. 1tOs time our atinances flex a bit to recognize this tragic cur rent state of affairs,
eliminate the reference t pet limits, and allow animal control enforcement o focus on investk
gating neglect, cruelty, health and safety issues, promoting and enforcing spay/neuter and
licensing, not elling us weCe illegal just because we hawe too many spayed, neutered, vacck

nated, beloved housepets.

To that end, Wasatch Humane is heading a new task force of dozens of UtahOsascue
groups and animal control officers to help create more pet-friendly ordinances, beginning with
formal requests to Salt Lake County,West Jordan, Salt Lake City and Murray to either increase
the allowed number of neutered, licensed pets per household or, better yet, delete ary refer-

ence to pet numbers, period. We hope you will help us...

m My dog has terrible Odoor mannesO. Hw do | keep
him from jumping on my guests?

m This is not a very difficult issue to resolve, but it will
take some dedication and training. Of course, you will be
much more successful if your dog has a background in basic
obedience. It always helps to take a dog (of any age) through
an obedience class, so when you're trying to teach more
advanced concepts, like door manners, you have a set of
basic tools you can use. Most important in all training is to
be consistent. If you allow your dog to jump up and give you
OhugsO or el into your lap, heOll &ep doing it for the atten-
tion he is rewarded with. But then he wonOt undestand why
he gets scolded for jumping at other times. Always give the
reward (praise,attention, treats, dinner bowl, even toys) only
when he is sitting or all paws are planted on the ground.

Then to begin teaching good door manners, schedule a
specific time for this training, don't try o do it at the same
time you're entertaining important visitors. Once you set
aside the time, invik several visitoss and instruct them ahead
of time on their role in this training session. Make sure they
are willing o follow your ingructions. Maybe plan on calling
for a pizza for everyone once the training is over for the day:.

It will help if you have ancther family member on hand o
help you. You want o position yourself close to the front door
where you can see the visitors approaching your house. Have
a four or six foot leash handy, and make sure to have some
yummy treats in your poc ket (don't use dry milk bones, use
good, yummy, soft treats). Your family member will be the
person actually answering the door, you'll be busy training
the dog. As the visitor approaches your house, put your dog
on the leash. Place the dog into a sit/stay position, and use
the leash to control him/her (gently) as necessary. As the vis-
itor rings the door bell, and your family member opens it, your
job is to keep the dog in the sit/stay position, praising him
often and giving him your reward treats. Remember that your
dog sees greeting the stranger as a very fun thing to do. Since
you're asking him to give up all this fun, you need to reim-
burse him with good e wards.

The visitor should ignore the dog as she walks in the
house. After the visitor is inside the house, and the front door
is closed behind her, you should tell the dog "Go say Hi".
Keep the dog on the leash to prevent jumping. Tell the dog
"Sit" in front of the visitor, and make sure the visitor g reets
the dog in a very friendly, but not overly excitable manner.

Not too much petting on top of the head, petting under the
chin is preferable because it will keep the dog calmer. At this
point you can take the leash off the dog, and have the visitor
walk into the living room, or wherever you're planning to
entertain. Hawe the visitor sit on the couch so you can simu-
late a "real" visit. Have the visitor ignore the dog until the
dog settles down. At this point, the dog will most likely lose
inerest in the visitor, and you can call the next visitor and go
through the same routine with the second person. Once
he/she is settled in the living room, call the next visitor. If you
can go through this trick six or seven times in one training
session, your dog should be getting the hang of door man-
ners pretty well. At this point, you can end the training ses-
sion and order your pizza.

Remember that you'll have to repeat this exercise sever-
al times before your dog remembers what it is you want
him/her to do when a visitor rings the door bell. Don't expect
instantaneous results and remember o reward even
for small successes.

Try these other suggestions for jumping dogs: when your
dog rises or leaps up on you, quickly raise your knee and gen-
tly bump him in the chest and say Oof O When he is, gite the
treat or pat on the head. Or simply turn your back and ignore
him. After all, itOs jusyour attention and love that he
wants!

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WANT TO SEE TOUGHER PENALTIES FOR CRIMES
OF ANIMAL CRUELTY IN UTAH?

As one of the founding members of the Voices Against Violence
Coalition, comprised of animal- and human-welfare agencies that
want tougher penalties for violent criminals, Wasatch Humane
announces a new campaign for tougher animal cruelty laws in Utah,
the first effort to enhance the stateOs arelty laws since our partially
successful, down-to-the-wire attempt in 1986 that increased the
penalty from a Class C to Class A misdemeanor. This time, weGr col-
lecting petition signatures of registered Utah voters to get the issue
on the November 2004 ballot, for the public to decide. We need to
collect 76,000 signatures by June, 2004. The initiative would
upgrade crimes of animal cruelty to a third degree felony, an improve-
ment long overdue and badly needed in our state where horrific cases
of animal cruelty are all too frequent, usually dismissed as pranks,
and rarely punished. 40 other states, including Wyoming, now treat
some forms of animal cruelty as felony crimes. The Utah Legislature
has rejected and even ignored our former attempts to establish just
penalties for these particularly violent crimes. But now the public has
an important window of opportunity to make positive changes in
UtahOs animal arelty law.

Under the existing laws, non-violent crimes of loitering, burglary;
jaywalking, and rollerblading on city sidewalks are treated as more
serious crimes than intentionally mutilating, torturing, or wantonly
killing an animal, which is still just a misdemeanor in our state.

Animal cruelty is a significant and all-too common crime in Utah,
a state with leaders who claim to prize family values of kindness and
compassion and empathy. Just in the last year, weOg heard cases of
puppies being scalded, thrown from bridges, cats mutilated and dis-
embowled, dogs impaled alive to the ground, puppies run ower,
drowned, waterfonl shot with arrows. One case reported in the news
was particularly disturbing: Last June a SL County man was charged
with mutilating a kitten, after his sexual advances to the animalOs
owner were rejected. Witnesses, including a 10-year girl who tried
unsuccessfully to rescue her kitten from the man, say he squeezed
the kitten, tried to break its neck with his fingers, threw it against the
wall several times, slammed it to the ground, and finally mutilated,
skinned and dismembered it, discarding the tortured body in a dump-
ster. Steven Lee Hovey, 33, was charged with seweral cimes, the
least of which was for what he did to the kitten, a misdemeanor,
obscene considering his level of rage and violence. The felonies he
was charged with were for doing it in the presence of a child, for
unlawful break-in, and for obstructing justice. And we all learned of
how Elizabeth SmartOs kidnapper Bran Mitchell allegedly killed ani-
mals for fun and power in front of his young step-children, what
should hawe been a clear and early warning to a deeply disturbed and
violent individual.

Now is your chance to make the statement that VIOLENCE should be justly punished more than non-violent crimes,
no matter who the victim of the perpetratorOs unbecked rage.

As noted experts including Dr. Frank Ascione, renowned Utah-
based psychologist and Wasatch Humane Advisory Board member
hawe found, animal abuse and other foms of domestic violence are
the same types of crimes, conveying the depraved and cruel capacity
of the offender. Prosecutors, psychologists, sociologists and cruelty
investigators hawe documented that people who abuse animals often
go on to abuse human beings. Women in pratective shelters com-
monly report that their partners had threatened, tortured, or killed
the family pet as a means of controlling her or children in the house-
hold. Further, children who are victims of sexual abuse report similar
experiences. Children who abuse animals are often acting out vio-
lence they've witnessed or suffered.

The felony provision will give incentive for prosecutors to take on
these heinous-yet-undermreported crimes. It also offers room to plea
bargain down, to get the offender off the street and into counseling.

The offender then carries the approprate record of convicted felon,
alerting society to his capacity for unrestrained, unprovoked, uncon-
trollable violence.

Our hope is that Utah will become the next visionary state to
make the penalties more befitting to these serious crimes and that
our prosecutors and judges will recognize these acts as the serious
crimes against society that they are. We ask all Utah voters who want
safer, non-violent communities for the weakest and voiceless mem-
bers of our society (animals as well as children and the elderly), to
sign our petition to get this initiative on the 2004 ballot. We welcome
this opportunity to work together to help ensure that all victims who
have suffered in silence in Utah, didn't suffer in vein. If the
Legislature wonOt dolte right thing to recognize and pratect victims,
then we the citizens of Utah will.

Weimeraners and Chesapeak e Bay Retrievers, some
even turned in with AKC papers by their owners who
were either ill-equipped, unprepared or ignorant about
the needs of these active breeds. Worse, while breed
rescue organizations have sprung up in surrounding
states to help these castaways, there are no breed res-
cues for these dogs in our own state! Ol gt more dogs
out of Utah than any of the other southwestern states,O
says Casey Kent, Chesapeake Bay Retriever Rescue
coordinator out of Arizona, who has helped Wasatch
Humane and other all-breed Utah rescue organizations
find homes for half-dozen CBROs inte past six months,
all of which had AKC papers. June with Weimaraner
rescue in Idaho concurs. She says in 1998 she took in
three Weimeraners. In 2001, she took in and found
homes for 21 of the gray-ghost bird dogs, 19 of them
from Utah! And Clare Wingfield of Colorado tries her
best to find homes for homeless German Shorthairs, a
breed you can always find in any of UtahOs dozens of
shelters. Heber Shelter had three of them just last
week! Utah breeders: your dogs need you! If you truly
care about your breed of choice, help them get out of
shelters and unsuitable homes and into the RIGHT
homes for life. And of course, spay or neuter: it stops
the killing.

Thanks to the rescue groups including Wasatch Humane
that offered help, there were 61 cats and 44 dogs rescued
that week and the following week, for a total of 95 animals.
The shelter reached its goal with the cats: no adoptable cat
biought in that week was euthanized . On dogs, we fell short
by 15. The Utah County Shelter would like to thank Greg Long
with No More Homeless Pets and the rescue groups that par-
ticipated. We all worked hard to try and make this possible.
Even though this was not completely successful, we worked
toge ther and saved many lives. Maybe next time there is an
event like this, more rescue groups will get involved and the
goal will be reached.

In May, Channel 2 and Channel 4 news told the sad story of
Bandit (featured on our cover), a small border collie that
Wasatch Humane had rescued from serious abuse. At first
glance, te bright red wound around his neck looked like a
crimson bandana.. But it wasnOt. The aw, open flesh that
encircled his neck and left a permanent scar was a result of a
neglectful owner who left him tied up on a cable line Oso he
could still run and get exercise,O lhey ld the weterinarian
when they brought him in for treatment before intending to
take him t an animal shelter because they no longer wanted
him. They claimed that the cable became tight and embedded
in his skin when they went out of town for Oa couple of dasO
and left him alone. The caring staff at Midvalley Animal Clinic
in Taylorsville convinced the dogOs ignaant owner to surender
the two-year old, medium-sized dog to them for care and
observation and to be adopted out through Wasatch Humane.
The cable had o be surgically removed from his flesh.
Wasatch Humane would like dog owners to know that it is
inhumane to tie up dogs, as doing so will inevitably lead to
injury or serious aggression and other behavior problems.
QVhy have a dog unless you plan to make it an indoor family
member,O sgs Cheryl Smith, Director. ODogs ae social crea-
tures and are happiest and most loyal and content when
allowed to live indoors with their human pack; left outside,
they can become injured and will develop behavior problems
that no-one wants to see or deal with.O See OHagypNew
BeginningsO & read more about tis little survivor.
